Du funk de ses précoces années de DJing, Teo Moritz passe rapidement a I'électronique. En 1992, les premiéeres raves techno organisées
par Miloch dans la région d’Annecy lui font tourner la téte. Le jeune DJ se sent irrésistiblement attiré par les loupiotes rouges d'une paire de
MK2, et fait de fréquents allers-retours avec la Suisse.
